and persecution. Co-sponsors and volunteers greet the refugees at
the airport , support refugee children in school, and assist with integration into the American culture.
Refugee One also help adults learn English and acquire employable skills and connect them to their
first jobs. The goal of the Refugee One Program is to help refugees become self-reliant in as few as
6-12 months.

Bob and Mary Jo Tranter attended a welcoming Refugee Workshop at Fourth Presbyterian Church
on Sunday, October 23rd. They heard refugee stories about their journey to Chicago and learn new
ways our congregation can be involved.
